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Alzheimer’s disease is the most commonly diagnosed brain disorder in the 21 century. It tends to strike persons above 65 years. Alzheimer’s symptoms include memory loss, confusion, impaired day to day function and death.

Early Symptoms of Alzheimer’s disease:

  
SUDDEN CHANGE IN PERSONALITY AND MOOD. A person may become fearful or even exhibit signs of paranoia. A person may become usually lethargic and withdrawn a sudden change in her or his own dressing habits, such as decrease in hygiene.

  
MISPLACING COMMON OBJECTS. We all misplace objects from time to time. But if an object is misplaced to some illogical location then you should be concerned. If keys are misplaced in the dishwasher this could be an indication of early Alzheimer`s Disease especially if it is repeated several times.
  
DIFFICULTY PERFORMING ONCE FAMILIAR TASKS. Difficulty how to figure out how to lock the bathroom door, or how to open the microwave. These are common tasks that most people do without thinking. If your loved one begins having problems with these, then it could be a sign of a disease.
  
IMPAIRED JUDGEMENT. A person normally of sound mind abruptly goes on wild spending sprees and making erratic business deals. He may find it hard to dress appropriately and use basic common sense for simple decision making. These signs could mean a cognitive decline that reduces essential thinking skills. 

  
DISORIENTATION It’s normal for anyone to forget about the time or the day of the week but if a person loses track of the time and day along with getting lost in familiar places, then it could be an early symptom of Alzheimer’s disease.
  
FORGETTING WORDS We all forget words and names from time to time. But if a person fails to connect names to loved ones and familiar objects and this happens often. This is cause for concern.

Always keep in mind there is a good probability these signs could be symptoms of other diseases or even nothing at all. But if any person is displaying one or all of these signs it is a good idea to consult a physician. Because early diagnosis of Alzheimer`s Disease is the key to better quality of life.
